RESERVATION INFORMATION

RESERVATION TIME FRAME:
Member churches of the Presbytery of Tampa Bay and Peace River Presbytery
may make reservations up to two years in advance.

DEPOSITS:

Your reservation is confirmed once the deposit and reservation contract are
received. A deposit of 30% of the contract price for retreat packages (50% for
events without meals) or $150 (whichever is greater) is required to guarantee
your space. The deposit amount, if future payment is guaranteed in writing,
may be negotiable if a hardship exists for the group.

CANCELLATION/RESCHEDULE:

e At least 90 days prior to the event, a full refund less a $50 administration fee
will be issued.

e Fewer than 90 days prior to the event, a cancellation fee equal to the
deposit will be charged. Under special circumstances, an event may be
rescheduled with the approval of the Director.

o If the event is rescheduled, the deposit - less a 5% or $100 (whichever is
greater) rescheduling fee - will be transferred to the new event. Groups
may reschedule only once in a calendar year.

e If Cedarkirk can arrange a replacement group generating comparable
income, then a 50% refund of the deposit will be considered.
